Volunteer Helpers of all ages and backgrounds come to Lourdes as volunteer helpers to answer Our Lady’s request to ‘come in procession’.  The minimum age for helping is 16 and there is no maximum age. If you are aged 16-25, you can be a part of the Young Helpers’ Group.
